Session duration, time and place: 
 Four training sessions were held on October 19, 23, 25, and 30- 2007, at the conference room of LRA Training and Extension Service Center Khirbet – Kanafar - Bekaa. The duration of each session was around one hour: from 10:00 to 11:00 am.
Training content:
Throughout an interactive lecture and open discussion, the trainer tackled the following subjects:
- What is micro irrigation

- Micro irrigation systems 

- Micro – sprinklers

- Drip irrigation

- Characteristics and benefits of the drip irrigation

- Importance of filtration in drip irrigation

- Filtration techniques in drip irrigation

- Sand media filters

- Maintenance of sand media filters

- Winterizing

Training methodology:
The trainer implemented interactive indoor lecture, where he stressed on the real practical information that the farmer might need to succeed filtration in his drip irrigation system, especially using sand media filters.
A field visit has followed to IrWa demo plot of where Eng. Mohammad Younes showed the farmers how to install a sand media filter as well as its maintenance procedures.
Follow-up material handed: 
A full copy of the presentation was distributed to the participants in order to provide written useful technical material that might help them in the choice of the filters and in their maintenance procedures.
Furthermore Delivery process of sand filters for the beneficiaries of Ross Emergency Project in West Bekaa has followed the training session.
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
