September 1 & 2 - 2004
Day one : September 1

Objective : of this first day was to show the trainees the use of new irrigation products (emitters & filtration techniques) taking into consideration the lands shapes, levelling and water source qualitiy. 

The participants : the eight Bekaa and south LRA extensionists, who attended Jordan course namely : Maryam DAHER, Ali Chamas, Jean ABBAS, Yasser KHADDAJ, Dona NAJM, Nada FARHAT, Wafic HAGE CHEHADEH and Wehbeh BOU OROM in addition to Elie REJAILI. 

Organization & sponsorship: the day was organized by the training and extension committee (IRWA lebanon) and the field visits and material facilities by Unifert Company represented by the Company Sales Manager Dr. Sami Ghaddar and its Irrigation eng. Toni SLIM.
The day sites visits : 
1. Ahmad EZZEDIN : terrassed farm in Taf’ahta, installing Pressure Compensating microsprayers on 47 Du. Citrus plantation.

2. Samir KOTOB citrus 100 du. farm in Akbiyeh using microsprayers on citrus and in-line drippers 16 mm X 40 cm X 4 l/h on Banana.

3. Mohamad EZZEIN farm in sarafand, 30 du. Banana irrigated with in-line drippers 16 mm X 40 cm X 4 l/h on Banana and water sourced from kasmiyeh project.
The new knowledge acquired :

· When to use the Pressure Compensating PC emitters.

· How to handle variable slopes lands in the design.

· When and how to use different filtration techniques.

· The filters componenets and maintenance.

· To estimate the correctness of the design through on site fast calculations using table and charts.

· How to identify some installation defects and the correction measures to be taken.

Day two : September 2

Objective : the main objective of this second day was to apply on the ground the design theorytical knowledges acquired during Jordan and Beirut offices days evaluating, calculating, measuring, walking a plot and finally a real-case-designing. 

The participants : idem as day one. 

Organization & sponsorship: idem as day one.
The day sites visits : 
1. Antoine KANAAN Banana farm in Kasmiyyeh, irrigated with regular in-line drippers 16 mm X 40 cm X 4 l/h. Water source is highly containing sands.

2. Antoine KANAAN Banana farm in Bourj-ach’chamali, all terrassed and irrigated with PC in-line drippers 16 mm X 40 cm X 4 l/h.

3. Ahmad HAWILA undercover 14 du. Banana in Abbassiyeh, still under construction, walking the plot to check the measurements already taken for eventual design.

4. UNIFERT regional office Saida: drip design of previous Ahmad HAWILA Banana plot using regular in-line drippers 20 mm X 40 cm X 4 l/h.
The new knowledge acquired :

· On-site systems and filtration unit re-design & evaluation.

· Water decantation technique to eliminate sands.

· The use of hydrocyclone as another alternative to previous problem.

· How to handle very slopy lands and which system to use.

· They eye-witnessed the inner components of a PC emitter and how it works.

· Have seen functional drip system with visibly acceptable water distribution uniformity.

· How to walk a new plot for measurements checks purposes.

· How to take into account major layout criteria on the ground

· The design of a medium complicated system.
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
