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Objective : is to get the “extensionists” acquainted and fully aware of the filtration techniques used in drip Irrigation and potentially to advise and monitor any necessary filtration techniques when needed.   
The participants : the eight LRA Extension Agents.  

The Lectures (s) : Eng. Elie ABOU-REJAILI, IRWA Irrigation Expert and advisor. 

The course duration, time and place: the course was held over one day, May 5 - 2005. It was hold at Litani experiments station in Lebaa Premises.
The course content: 
· Source of irrigation water contaminants

· Complete and typical filtration set
· Features, benefits and design of a Decantation basin

· Features, benefits, design and maintenance of a Hydro-cyclone, sand-media filter, screen and disc filters
· Treatment of non-filtered particles

· Flushing and maintenance of a drip network

The training methodology: interactive lecture including two-way questions and answers was followed. The starting point, of each discussed argument, was the trainees actual knowledge. In addition, samples and photos were shared with all participants. The lectures activities were concluded by a field trip to farm using a complete set of filtration techniques to filter irrigation water for a drip network. The “extensionists” visualize the filtration set, operational, and check the filters inner parts. They walked also long an open channel conveying water to the project.
The follow-up material handed: A handbook summarizing all the content of the lecture was delivered to each participant. The handbook is designed to serve the trainees, as guide book during their eventual advisory job. A knowledge recapitulation test is planned ahead of time.
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
