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Objective : to set the basis of the irrigation scheduling planning applied to two major irrigation techniques: Sprinkler and drip Irrigation. At the end a comparative figures were calculated to show how much water could  saved or wasted using either/or of these two techniques.   
The participants : twenty three (23) farmers from the region of Bekaa-West.  

The Lectures (s) : Elie Rejaili, Irwa’ Irrigation engineer and LRA Extension agents. 

The course duration, time and place: the course was held over 1 day indoor-lecture on March 28, at Litani Extension and Agricultural Services Center, in Bekaa plain.
The course content: 
· Review the Crop Water requirement basis
· Review the basis of general Irrigation Scheduling
· Case studies: scheduling sprinkler and drip irrigation using LRA hydrant
The training methodology: interactive lecture starting with the review of the Irrigation Scheduling basis and factors to be considered when planning the irrigation season. At the end two case studies on how to schedule the irrigation of very popular crop in the region i.e Potato irrigated using both irrigation techniques i.e sprinkler and drip. At the end an open discussion was allowed to get farmers feedback and opinions.

The follow-up material handed: one illustrated handbook covering all above topics was handed to each participant. The handbook is supported with all needed guidelines, figures and tables to serve farmers, when to plan their irrigation season.
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
