Organization & Lecturers: the day was organized by the training and extension committee (IRWA lebanon) and the lecturers were Chadi SAYDEH (LRA) and Elie REJAILI (AVSI). 


The logistic facilities used were : three computers made available by LRA and an LCD projector plus flip chart provided by AVSI.
The day advance : 
1. Chadi SAYDEH covered the irrigation scheduling part. He showed and practiced with the praticipants the use of the FAO CROPWAT software to estimate the crop water requirement. ThE crop chosen was tomato planted in Akkar plaine.

2. Elie REJAILI covered the hydraulic design part simulating a real case study for the same tomato crop on 12 du. area.   

3. A design practical handbook was distributed to the trainees as reference for any eventual design.
The new knowledge acquired :

· The use of FAO CROPWAT software to estimate the crop water requirement and to schedule the irrigation.

· The use of tables and charts to design a drip irrigation system and to follow certain design sequence.
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
